PROJECT MANAGEMENT 
Risk management, HACCP, monitoring, new 
water mains, complaints management. 
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This two day seminar on drinking water quality 

has been developed by water quality scientists 

and engineers engaged in the delivery of safe 

drinking water on a day to day basis in an 

urban water utility. The seminar is used inter-

nally by urban utilities as part of their compe-

tency development in drinking water quality.
